


Apply drops of evergreen, eggplant and harbor Mist liberally with water.
pigment re-inkers to a piece of acetate. @

Place a second piece of acetate on top and @ Pull the acetate apart.
move the sandwiched ink around with your
fingers.
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Apply a sheet of soft finish
cardstock over top of the wet ink.

Pull back the cardstock to reveal

a stunning background. Repeat
with many sheets until all ink

is used up on both acetate pieces.
Each pull will be completely
different. You will have many
backgrounds to work with on
other projects as well.

Pick your favourite background and
let dry, or heat set using a dry iron.
Sandwich the project between
clean newsprint, and iron.
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:_ _ l Add silver Kryon leafing pen
& : to a piece of acetate.
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Stamp the silver acetate onto the background. Stamp the sheet onto a piece of soft-finish
Repeat until happy with results. cardstock. Repeat stamping until you are happy

with the background.

Trim the background. Apply VersaFine black pigment ink to the recessed
@ @ side of a 3D embossing folder. Run through your
die cutting machine. Keeping the panel in place
after embossing, re-apple ink to the folder until you
are happy with the results. You can remove ink from

the valleys of the embossing folder using a cotton
swab if you like.
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Fussy cut the floral image. Die cut the THANK YOU sentiment from white Super
Stock. Die cut the background frame from a piece
of vellum.

turquoise pigment ink and clear embossing powder.

@ Emboss the THANK YOU with lagoon blue and
Adhere the THANK YOU to the vellum background.

in Step 5.To a white piece of cardstock. Adhere the
floral piece created in Step 13. Add ribbon and the
THANK YOU sentiment.

‘ Trim and adhere one of the backgrounds set aside

SCRAPS OF INFO

Always place your embossing folders in your die cutting
machine SIDEWAYS! This will avoid possibly breaking the
folder during the embossing process.
