




Use X-acto knife and cut a slit 
where score mark was made on 
top piece (12 o'clock) and bottom 
piece (6 o'clock).

�

Fold on each scor line of the 4 die 
cut pieces, and crease well with a 
bone folder. Thread Gold cord (or 
thin ribbon with loop) through the 
hole at the top piece (12 o'clock) 
and make a knot on both sides so it 
won't fall out.

�
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On all four frame die cuts, apply 
double-sided adhesive on the 
1/4" �ap.

�

Fold in half.�
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Peel o� the backing and close on itself to form 
a tube.�
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Repeat on all four pieces. 
��

Assemble the frame. Apply glue on the �ap 
(numbered with clock system).��

Also apply glue to the inside of the tube. (X marks 
the spot). ��

Then press the straight edge side of another tube 
into the �ap with glue to form the 90-degree 
corner.

Repeat with the other two tubes to form the 
complete square frame.��

Cut a piece of heavy acetate,  4 1/4” long, 1/4” wide.
��

Insert the piece into the slits on the inner side of 
the top edge, and bottom edge of the frame.��

Die cut two times the smallest snow�ake from 
Elizabeth Craft Designs (1692) Snow�akes Die Set, 
using the glitter paper from the Sizzix Opulent 
Paper Pack. Die cut another two times the same die, 
using cream cardstock.

�� Glue each glitter snow�ake on top of one cream 
snow�ake.��
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Place an acrylic block underneath the acetate strip. 
This will make it much easier to attach the 
snow�akes.
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Add a Glue Dot to the snow�ake centre in the back 
and glue it to the one side of the acetate strip, 
centring it.

��

Glue the other snow�ake on the other side of the 
acetate strip.��

Apply Altenew Gold Foil Polka Dot Washi Tape on 
shadowbox frame, front and back.��

Die cut a bunch of smaller snow�akes with 
Elizabeth Craft Designs (1880) Snow�ake Variety 
Pack and/or any snow�ake dies from your stash, 
using glitter paper, pattern paper, and/or vellum.

�� Combine several of them, and make four layered 
snow�akes. Use 1/4 hole punch and punch out 
some rounds from glitter paper.

��
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Stamp and heat emboss sentiment on white 
cardstock, using Mama Elephant Easy Xmas 
Sentiment stamp, and die cut with coordinating 
dies. Next take a strip of patterned paper to mat 
the sentiment strip.
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Die cut the year (2023) with patterned paper, using 
Sizzix Thinlits Alphanumeric Bold cutting dies.��

Die cut two small branches with gold vellum, using a 
die from Sizzix Thinlits Delightful Deer die set.��

Lay shadowbox frame down on work surface, and glue 
the two small gold vellum branches and one small 
glitter star on top edge of shadowbox frame. Glue die 
cut year (2023) on bottom edge. 

��

Turn the shadowbox frame over on work surface, 
and arrange three layered snow�akes with some 
smaller ones to form a cluster. Glue cluster on 
upper left corner. Glue sentiment strip and the 
fourth layered snow�akes on the bottom edge.
